Capt. Matthew Mitchell (1918 -2011)

Mitch came to Lunenburg in 1934 on the schooner Silver Arrow. He was a dory fish-
' erman on the Lunenburg saltbank schooners Pasadena Il, Dot and Hellie, Besse-
mer, Mahaska, Alcala, Brenda Marguerite, Marjorie and Dorothy , Isabel F. Spindler
and the original Bluenose . In 1947 he sailed as deck hand on the wooden side
trawler Cape North and assumed command from 1955-1965. He was also master of
the steel side-trawler Cape Norman, and the stern trawlers, Cape Pictou and Cape
Bauld.
